In January each year, Eph-

raim Pottery changes the 

marks it uses. Changing our 

marks each year allows col-

lectors to determine the year 

their piece was made. A 

chronology of our marks can 

be found on our website at   

www.ephraimpottery.com/

marks.htm.  

The basic formats of our 

2010 marks are the same as 

last yearõs, with the small tick 

mark moved to the 10 

oõclock position on our 

round logo.  The signature of 

the principal potter or sculp-

tor is also impressed onto 

our larger pieces. In order to 

provide better legibility, our 

smaller mark incorporates 

the potterõs initials; a separate 

signature mark is not im-

pressed.
